Pe3oMe Ha aHTJIMIICKH €3UK:

The purpose of the monograph is to familiarize potential readers with the basic principles and
research approaches in the studies of the tourist environment and the sustainable development
of a tourist destination, the creation of a tourist brand, as well as the organization and technology
of strategic planning at the local level. The main theoretical propositions for the concepts of
tourist destination, destination life cycle and destination brand are presented. An
interdisciplinary approach was applied in the study of an undeveloped tourist destination, using
the theoretical and practical experience of the author from previous destination studies

The topicality of the topic is connected with the unrecognizability and inefficient use of tourist
resources in the municipality of Chiprovtsi at the current stage, despite the inclusion of carpet
traditions in the list of UNESCO's world intangible cultural heritage. Tourism does not figure
in the vision of program documents and in practice there is still a lack of sufficiently
implemented targeted local policies in the sector. At the same time, sustainable development is
included in the National Tourism Development Strategy and is a priority of the World Tourism
Organization. This necessitates the adaptation and application of a working model and
established methodologies for the sustainable development of a tourist destination.

The object of research is the municipality of Chiprovtsi as a territorial system for recreation and
tourism. different models of the territorial system for recreation and tourism (TSOT) have been
studied, based on which the tourist resources, the material base, the administrative capacity, the
market environment and the human resources of the destination have been analyzed as
subsystems of the TSOT. For the purpose, different models of the territorial system for
recreation and tourism (TSOT) have been studied, based on which the tourist resources, the
material base, the administrative capacity, the market environment and the human resources of
the destination have been analyzed as subsystems of the TSOT. As a tourist destination, the
municipality has limited resources for the development of some specialized types of tourism.
Preserved nature, plant and animal diversity and protected areas are a basic prerequisite for the



development of ecological and, in particular, ornithological and botanical tourism. The
favorable landforms, combined with small caves and waterfalls, could attract tourists for
mountain, adventure and extreme sports and tourism. Historical and religious monuments are
the basis for a comprehensive offer of cultural, festival and religious tourism. There are
favorable opportunities for the development of educational and volunteer tourism. The
resources of the municipality of Chiprovtsi are still not rationally used for the sustainable
development of alternative types of tourism, as the main limiting factor is the distance of the
destination from the main road arteries, the capital and the larger regional cities - Veliko
Tarnovo, Ruse, etc. The municipality does not yet have a working long-term strategy for the
development of tourism, but there are already efforts by the local government in this direction,
based on a scientific-research approach, and work is being done on the Tourism Development
Program of the Municipality of Chiprovtsi 2021-2027, which was developed by the author,
accepted and voted by the Municipal Council.

The subject of research in the monograph are: 1) the study, analysis and evaluation of the tourist
potential of the municipality of Chiprovtsi, as subsystems of the territorial system for recreation
and tourism) TSOT and the study of the interrelationships between them, 2) the possibilities for
creating a tourist brand and 3) strategic planning of sustainable tourism development of the
destination. The purpose of the research covers analysis and assessment of the resource
potential, creation of a tourist brand, as well as formulation of strategic goals and priorities for
sustainable development of tourism in the municipality of Chiprovtsi. In connection with the
stated goal, the following main research tasks have been formulated and executed: 1. Clarifying
the nature of TSOT at the local spatial level and revealing the interrelationships of the individual
subsystems. 2. Analysis and evaluation of the TSOT subsystems of the municipality of
Chiprovtsi to outline its product policy and guidelines for sustainable development. 3.
Application of a methodology for evaluating tourist resources and deriving criteria for
evaluating the tourist potential at the local level. 4. Study of the existing tourist zoning schemes
and development of a tourist micro-zoning scheme based on the example of the municipalities
of Botevgrad, Kostinbrod and Gorna Malina. For the purpose various schemes of tourist zoning
were analyzed, based on which an author's taxonomic scheme for tourist micro-zoning and
destination zoning at the local level was compiled 5. Study of various aspects of sustainable
development and good practices in selected destinations; 6. Criteria and indicators for
sustainable tourism development at the local level are derived based on good European
practices and a comparative analysis with the author's research work with other destinations 7.
Creation and management of tourist brand Chiprovtsi, based on an innovative research
approach and the local conditions of the destination; 8. Formulation of goals and strategic
priorities for sustainable tourism development of Botevgrad municipality.

To achieve the research goal and solve the main tasks in the momograph, a set of general
scientific and private methods is used, corresponding to the interdisciplinary and heterogeneous
nature of TSOT at the local level - methods of analysis and synthesis, camera method,
mathematical-statistical methods, cartographic method. GIS, SWOT analysis, sociological
methods, etc. The main approaches of the research are the systematic, related to the systemic
nature of TSOT and the empirical approach, used to gather the necessary volume and nature of
primary quantitative and qualitative information (low degree of study of the research object).
The research methods used follow a deductive approach, that is, conclusions are drawn logically
from general situations to specific cases. An approach of research and systematization of
information from literary sources and planning documents was also used; collection,
processing, systematization and interpretation of statistical data and documents; method of
critical analysis and expert evaluation; comparative analysis method; survey method and field
survey; analytical-prognostic method; scientific analysis and synthesis, work with focus groups;
field observation.



The defended research thesis is that the achievement of sustainable development of a tourist
destination at the local level is possible only with the systematic use and application of the
criteria and indicators for the analysis and evaluation of the tourist potential, clear definition
and following of the strategic goals and priorities for the sustainable development of a tourist
destination. destination according to its identity and reputation. The main problems and
limitations are related to the lack of sufficient up-to-date and reliable information about the
tourist resources and objects on the territory of the municipality, the service providers and the
state of the tourist offer. In visitor surveys, a serious shortcoming was the lack of targeted local
tourism-related policy, as well as insufficient marketing and advertising. The complete lack of
previous research studies, visitor monitoring and available statistical information hinders the
preparation of in-depth analyses. The lack of qualified personnel and traditions in the field of
tourism, the diminishing function of tourist sites and the fact that the municipality had never
before worked purposefully for the development of the sector, proved to be another serious
limiting factor. Despite the mentioned limitations, a rich product palette has been developed,
covering the possibilities for sustainable development of tourism at the local level. Marketing
and communication guidelines have been developed for the development of tourism in the
municipality of Chiprovtsi and the marketing of the tourist product, including a practical
marketing plan.

The monograph is intended both for students studying tourism, marketing and mass
communications in the various universities, business, journalism and geography faculties in the
country, as well as for teachers and experts in tourism, marketing and public relations, tourist
organizations, institutions and entrepreneurs in the field of tourism. It is a useful practical guide
for local authorities and tourism management organizations in the country.

The survey includes two different best practices in Bulgaria. One of them is the interdisciplinary
approach to education in a real environment which is part of the university campaign for civil



participation and sustainable development "Place for Future™. Specific examples are provided
of how sustainable thinking can become a sustainable action through education in a real
environment, coupled with the exchange of international experience and the establishment of
lasting links between the academic community, civil initiatives and NGOs. The main focus is
on the acquisition of knowledge and experience by the students not only theoretical but also the
practical aspects of citizenship as the basis for sustainable development. Another best practice
is the experience in volunteering of Natura Visitor Center focused on ecology education and
youth activities projects. Major conclusions and proposals of this interdisciplinary approach are
made which can be implemented in the area of solidarity tourism, education and volunteering.

Despite the ongoing scholarly debate on technology-driven tourism experiences, research on
pre-travel online destination experiences (ODEs) is still in its infancy, and theoretical
knowledge about the nature of ODEs is limited. In particular, a suitable instrument is lacking
to measure to evaluate the value of the pre-travel experience on destination websites The present
study applies a methodology to evaluate the pre-travel ODE of destination websites. In order to
control non-incentive factors influencing ODE, while ensuring a high degree of personal
relevance regarding the presented topic and destinations, the sample was composed of a
homogeneous group, namely millennials (25-35 years old) living in Bulgaria with an affinity
for vacation and an interest in traveling to at least one of the selected sample destinations. The
narrowing of the sample to Bulgarian millennials is based on the fact that this target group has
a strong preference for travel and online activities (Ketter 2021) and uses destination websites
more often than average for inspiration or information before traveling (Godovykh M, Tasci
AD (2020)). Several aspects guided the selection of target websites. Destinations should
provide many natural and/or cultural attractions, making them potentially interesting for the
target group. The combination of different destination categories (city, nation, region) should
show that the scale is applicable regardless of destination scope. However, based on the
experience marketing perspective, the most important selection criteria were experience design
and website quality.
